A lot of action with a good amount of suspense. A decent thriller but not my liking. Still worth a read.

This was a good story, but obviously not written by Clancy. I'm surprised he let his name get put on

the cover. The details concerning the characters and some of the events destroy the whole fabric of

the story. For example, most of the enlisted personnel in the story are cited as being "Privates". In

real life, guys with those kinds of knowledge and skills would be senior NCO's. This applies to both

the North and South Korean forces and the the US military. Also the team leader would not be a

25-year old Lt. Col. Maybe a 35-year old, but not 25. The author also shows his general lack of

knowledge of things military by indiscriminately labeling all military forces the Army. The Army does

not operate C-9A Nightengale or C-141 aircraft. The author's lack of knowledge of his characters

took the edge off the whole story.
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
