(I hate

the term gender dysmorphia) Aside from Io's punishing young life and finally identifying his

gender-preference, the book is a fascinating study of Rhonna, the mother, a woman who seems

bi-polar? split-personality? schizophrenic? even without her speed. It is the mother who most

fascinated me. But nowhere does the author describe mother's beginnings. Where did she come

from? What is her background? Who were her parents? We know about the father's quasi-genteel

Upper East Side background, but nothing about the mother's background, except that she had a

sister. This lack of info puzzles me to the very end. When you have such an troubled, fiery, indelible

character as the mother, Rhonna, an author is obligated to fill in her blanks. Otherwise, readers feel

cheated. For this reason I only give it four stars.
