This volume is from the research

library of herpetologist Kevin W. Marx with his signature on the front endpaper. It is inscribed by four

herpetologists to Marx on the front endpaper. This is a very heavy book; extra postage for shipment

to Canada and overseas will be required.
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Here is a truly comprehensive and beautiful volume covering all the reptiles and amphibians kept in

terrariums plus virtually all the oddballs and rarities any hobbyist is likely to ever see or want to

know about.
